FAQ - 4-H Animals and Leases

Sometimes 4-H members choose to lease instead of buy their 4-H project  animals.  This is common place and perfectly acceptable.  However, parents and  4-H member’s should be aware of how a leased animal fits into the 4-H program.  First and foremost the 4-H program is based upon the concept of learning by doing. Therefore, it is essential that the 4-H member be the person who is  actually working with the animal. This means, that except for rare occasions, the 4-H member is the only person who shows and cares for the leased animal.  A copy of the lease should be included in the members 4-H records and received by the 4-H office by April 1st. Examples of leases are available on the web.  We also have a sample lease available in the 4-H office. In general, the lease    stipulates whoever pays for feed and other costs associated with the animal’s care, where the animal is housed, and who is responsible for the care of the  animal (this should be the  4-H member). If you have questions about leased animals and the 4-H program, feel free to contact the 4-H office.
