"What Can the OSU Extension Service Do for You?"   
On October 22, Theresa Hogue, Deschutes County; Clint Jacks, Jefferson County and 
Deborah Maddy Extension Admin were asked to speak at the Oregon Chapter of the 
American Public Works Association.  The assigned topic, "What Can the OSU 
Extension Service Do for You?",  was supported with the following abstract provided by 
APWA: 
 
"The Oregon State University Extension Service has people located close to where you 
are, who when asked, can tap into the extensive resources of OSU.  Expertise is 
available in most of the areas touched upon by Public Works -- civil and environmental 
engineering, leadership and management, urban forestry, biology and fishers to name a 
few.  Find out how you can tap into this valuable resource and use it to do your job 
better." 
 
Teresa, Clint and Debbie covered the following information with approximately 25 
participants attending our session: 
• Introduced fast facts about OSU Extension 
• Building relationships between OSU Extension and Public Works units across 

Oregon 
• Explored strategies for establishing effective collaborations 
• Shared a few program examples addressing common goals between OSU 

Extension and Public Works 
 
Throughout the presentation emphasis was placed on each county Extension office 
having a unique set of resources and talents available and Extension serves as "a front 
door" to the university.  Te Public Works officials were encouraged to make a contact 
with the local Extension office to explore opportunities for collaboration on programs 
with common goals, to request help with making a contact with the appropriate college 
or department when the need falls outside Extension mission, or to seek technical 
advise on topics like invasive weeds, water quality or urban and community forestry. 
 
So, if in the near future you get a call from someone associated with a local Public 
Works unit, you'll know why and hopefully will find a way to help, direct/guide or 
collaborate with a local agency in identifying problems and developing solutions.

Multnomah County Update 

 By now, most of you are aware that the Multnomah County Commission 
eliminated Extension from their budget in 2002.  After a significant number of 
conversations with Multnomah County government, our faculty, and our program 
leaders, a decision was made to continue a number of Extension programs with new 
funding partners in the Portland area.  Below are the programs that continue and others 
that have been relocated: 

• We developed a relationship with the Oregon Food Bank to house food and 
nutrition faculty at their facility and to conduct joint programming. 

• We entered into an agreement with the Multnomah ESD to house and support 
Maureen Hosty and the Wildlife Stewards program. 

• The Master Gardener program was moved to the North Willamette Research 
and Extension Center where it will have a regional focus and serve the entire 
metro area.  Jan McNeilan and her staff will join other agricultural faculty at 
NWREC who provide valuable programming to the horticultural industries 
throughout the Northern Willamette Valley and beyond. 

• We opened a new nutrition center in Clackamas County to provide regional 
nutrition programming, and we similarly placed faculty in Washington County. 

• 4-H clubs in the county have the opportunity to become part of the program in 
surrounding counties. 

• We have a very exciting program in place at the Food Innovation Center that 
involves the Agricultural Experiment Station, the Oregon Department of 
Agriculture and Extension.  This center is linking entrepreneurs with the 
technical knowledge and business savvy to create new enterprises based on 
Oregon agriculture. 

• Finally, we created a metro-wide .5 FTE position in the reorganization plan for 
Extension.  We call this position a “Linker-Broker.”  This position was designed 
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to help us establish new linkages in metro Portland.  Expectations are the 
position will create new opportunities for re-engagement by forging 
partnerships, identifying funding opportunities, and linking the assets of the 
university to needs in the community.  We will be relying heavily on this 
position to help us forge a new future for Extension in the metro Portland 
region. 

 As you can see, we are still engaged in metro Portland, and we are finding new 
ways to link the citizens of Multnomah County to Oregon State University.  Extension 
has taken on a new look in the region, and our faculty and staff are fully engaged in 
finding new resources and opportunities.   
 The Oregon State University Extension Service will continue to have a presence 
in all 36 counties of the state.  Multnomah County decided that it did not want to 
continue to be a funding partner.  We regret this decision, and we took steps to deal 
with the loss of funds.  The county lost three offices in the process.  All programs that 
were funded by county dollars have been discontinued.  However, we realize that we 
have important services to offer the citizens of the state.  We will find ways to deliver 
quality programs whenever and wherever we can forge funding partnerships.  We are 
engaged throughout the state, and we will continue to be engaged.

PROGRAM NEWS UPDATES 
The Oregon Family Nutrition Program recently completed a week long program review.  
The review included a fiscal review as well as site visits. Visits included an elementary 
school to see how Rachel Saunders, Lincoln County, works with the physical education 
teacher to integrate nutrition into soccer practice; Marion County where bilingual 
educator, Francisca Lopez, working with Holly Berry, Marion County, taught a group 
of moms how to feed their kids. Patricia Hirte, another bilingual educator, was on hand 
to answer questions from the reviewers. Two site visits in Lane County, focused on two 
different audiences: first, those in transitional housing. The evening class was taught by 
Shirley Rogers, who shared her experiences being on food stamps during the class. 
Then, Kristi Abbott, taught a class of pregnant, parenting teens at an alternative 
school. 

The state agency partner, Oregon DHS, Children, Adults and Families, visited 
the sites also and was able to experience the program and will now be an even stronger 
supporter of our programs. 

Ellen Schuster, Nutrition & Foods Educator, felt it was a very informative 
experience.  The reviewers were very complimentary about the programming and 
educators.

GRANTS AND GIFTS 
The National Initiative to Internationalize Extension mini-grant program  
funded the "Corroboree 4-H Across the Sea" project at $9,500.  The PI is  
Virginia Bourdeau, State 4-H Specialist.  Project cooperators are Max  
Sargent of Gippsland (Australia) schools and Robin Galloway, Linn County  
4-H agent.  They will be working with three schools in Oregon and three in  
Victoria, Australia to establish a secure web site for students to exchange  
information about wetlands and watersheds, and to explore cultural  
similarities and differences. Michigan State University is the lead  
institution cooperating with CSREES on this endeavor.  Proposals were  
received from 26 Universities, 10 of these were selected for funding.  
 
Centro Cultural (Cornelius Oregon) and its partners, the 4-H Tech Wizards (formerly 
4-H Web Wizards), Forest Grove and Hillsboro High Schools, Washington County 4-
H Leaders Association and Tualatin Valley Television, have recently received a 
$327,788 grant from the U.S. Department of Education to implement the "Stand and 
Deliver with Technology" program.  

The program is technology-based and targeted to Latino youths and lower-income 
Hispanic families in Washington County. It will address the academic problems facing 
lower-income, English language learners and their families at two area high schools as 
well as underserved adults at Centro Cultural.
