Carolyn Raab has recently reviewed both versions and found few changes.  
Recipes and instructions in both 2006 and 2009 copyright dates are current and 
safe to use.   
 

For this year copyright dates of 2006 and 2009 will be accepted.  Members 
should clearly indicate the information required on the Food Preservation     
Exhibit Explanation card.
