Tractor Safety Training & ATV Certification

Are you looking for a job this summer? Be
aware that farmers and ranchers who hire minors
under 18 years of age are required to hire those
who have completed and passed a tractor safety
training program.

A three day Central Oregon Farm and
Tractor Safety Training and Certification Course,
sponsored by the OSU Extension Service, will be
offered June 15-17 at the Deschutes County Fair-
grounds in Redmond. Training will include class-
room work as well as hands-on experience with a
variety of tractors and implements. Safety on All-
Terrain Vehicles (ATV) will also be covered.

This class is open to those who will be 14
to 17 years of age during the upcoming agricul-
tural season. Registration fee for tractor safety
training is $50. For an additional $20, youth can
also be ATV certified to ride on Public Lands.
Those wanting ATV certification must bring an
“appropriately sized” ATV. Registration deadline
is June 1 and class size is limited to 40 students.
