Master Gardener Training 

Classes are taught by OSU Extension 

agents, specialists, and local experts.  

The program offers basic horticulture 

principles and environmentally sound 

gardening practices. Classes include: 

 

Cultural methods of growing        
gardens, lawns, trees and land-
scape plants 

 
Pest identification and control 
methods 

 
Soil management and plant nutrition 

 
Diagnosis of plant problems 

 
The classes, which begin in January, 

are held in Grants Pass every Thurs-

day from 9 AM to 4 PM for a total of 

eleven meetings.  Due to distance, if 

you live in the Rogue River area you 

may want to attend the classes held in 

Grants Pass.
