
4-H Camp is facilitated by the faculty and staff 
of the OSU/Lane County Extension Service 4-H      
Program, along with help from wonderful 4-H  
volunteers.  A full kitchen and staff are  
provided which can easily accommodate special 
dietary needs.  4-H camp also has a  qualified 
person on site who is available for the campers to   
administer basic first aid. 
 
4-H Camp Counselors are 4-H members and 
other young adults who are specially selected 
and trained to work with youth. 
 

Campers days are filled with adventure! 
Mornings provide hands-on experiences to  
explore and discover the great outdoors in the 
4-H Center’s amazing forests, creeks, ponds, 
and open fields, as well as viewing wildlife 
 in their natural settings!  
 
Afternoons include arts and crafts,   recrea-
tional games, hikes, rope swings,  canoeing, 
fishing, and swimming. 
 
Evenings find campers singing songs,  
telling stories and acting out skits around the 
campfire and under the stars.  

Round-trip bus transportation from Eugene 
is included in the registration fee. The bus 
takes campers to camp on  Monday, August 
4th  and returns campers on Friday, August 
8th  to the OSU/Lane County Extension 
Service parking lot at 950 W 13th Avenue, 
Eugene.  Specific drop off & pick-up times 
will be provided to all campers in their  
confirmation packet. 
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The Lane County 4-H camp is held at the  
beautiful 4-H Center located in the Eola Hills  
outside Salem.  The center sits on 300 acres of  
mixed forests, meadows, and ponds.  Buildings 
on the property include cabins and cottages to 
house campers, full shower and restroom  
facilities, a dining lodge, various learning  
shelters, and an amphitheater.  The center also 
boasts an in-ground swimming pool, and a large 
pond for canoeing and fishing. 
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4-H Camp is open to all youth completing 3rd-
6th grade this year.  There is no 4-H membership 
requirement to attend camp.  We do require a 
willingness to have fun, make friends, and learn 
new things!
