subsequently!processed.!
!!!!!The!idea!for!the!kiosk! !rst!emerged!out!
of!the!Collaborative!Research!on!Oregon!
Ocean!Salmon!(CROOS)!project,!an!Oregon!State!University!
Coastal!Oregon!Marine!Experiment!Station!(COMES)!project!that!
originally!set!out!to!track!salmon!using!bar!codes!to!determine!their!
river!of!origin.
!!!!!“We!realized!that!it!wasn’t!just!scientists!who!were!interested!
in!this!information,”!said!Feldner,!who!is!also!a!member!of!the!
CROOS!project.!“Those!who!eat!the!seafood!are!also!interested!in!
who’s!catching!their! !sh!and!where!it!comes!from.”!!
!!!!!Similar!traceability!processes!are!already!in!place!and!almost!
mandatory!in!Europe,!requiring!detailed!tracking!for!food!safety!
and!sustainability!issues.!!But!the!Paci !cFishTrax!project!focuses!
on!the!human!dimension,!putting!a!human!face!on!where!that! !sh!
came!from!and!providing!a!rare!connection!between!consumer!and!
 !s herman.

The!federal!Child!and!Dependent!Care!Tax!Credit!is!available!to!families!
at!all!income!levels!to!offset!a!percentage!of!qualifying!child!and!dependent!
care!expenses!that!families!pay!in!order!to!go!to!work.!In!general,!the!lower!
a!family’s!income!and!the!higher!the!care!expenses,!the!higher!the!credit!will!
be.!The!credit!is!worth!a!maximum!of!$2,100.!Oregon!offers!its!own!Child!
and!Dependent!Care!Tax!Credit,!worth!up!to!$1,800,!to!families!with!income!
of!$45,000!or!less.!Both!the!federal!and!the!Oregon!Child!and!Dependent!Care!
Tax!Credit!are!limited!by!a!family’s!income!tax!liability.

Oregon!also!offers!a!refundable!Working!Family!Child!Care!Tax!Credit!to!
families!with!earned!income!of!at!least!$7,383!and!income!of!no!more!than!
250%!of!the!federal!poverty!guideline!(this!means!that!the!credit!is!available!
to!a!family!of!four!with!an!income!of!$53,000!or!less).!The!maximum!value!
of!Oregon’s!Working!Family!Child!Care!Tax!Credit!is!40%!of!qualifying!
expenses,!without!limit.

There!are!also!two!federal!credits!and!one!state!credit!that!families!with!
children!can!claim,!even!if!they!do!not!have!qualifying!child!care!expenses.!
The!federal!Earned!Income!Tax!Credit!can!be!worth!up!to!$4,824!for!families!
with!two!or!more!qualifying!children!and!2008!earnings!of!$38,646!or!less!(if!
single),!or!$41,646!or!less!(together!with!a!spouse,!if!married);!or!up!to!$2,917!
for!families!with!one!qualifying!child!and!2008!earnings!of!$33,995!or!less!
(if!single),!or!$36,995!or!less!(together!with!a!spouse,!if!married).!In!addition,!
Oregon!offers!its!own!Earned!Income!Tax!Credit,!which!is!worth!up!to!$289!
and!is!refundable.

The!federal!Child!Tax!Credit!can!be!worth!up!to!$1,000!per!child!for!
families!with!income!below!$94,000!(if!single),!or!below!$129,000!(together!
with!a!spouse,!if!married)!for!one!child;!income!limits!are!higher!for!families!
with!more!children.!Both!the!federal!Earned!Income!Tax!Credit!and!Child!Tax!
Credit!are!refundable.!And!this!year,!a!family!needs!to!have!earnings!of!only!
$8,500!or!more!in!2008!to!get!a!refund!of!some!or!all!of!the!Child!Tax!Credit.!
Nearly!three!million!newly!eligible!children!in!low-income!families!will!

What Help Do Family Caregivers Need the Most?

A!national!study!conducted!by!the!Utah!Center!on!Aging,!of!nearly!900!caregivers,!found!that!having!respite!care!was!their!most!desired!and!needed!
service.!Respite!care!is!the!one!service!that!stands!out!as!having!the!most!potential!to!improve!or!preserve!the!quality!of!the!daily!lives!of!caregivers.
Respite!allows!caregivers!to!carry!less!of!the!load!of!providing!ongoing!daily!care!by!having!others!share!some!of!the!tasks.!Respite!care!allows!
caregivers!to!get!a!break,!helping!to!achieve!some!well!deserved!balance!in!their!lives.!Respite!can!range!from!one!or!two!hours!a!day!or!per!week,!to!
several!days!depending!on!the!need!or!situation.!The!following!quotes!paint!the!picture!of!the!diverse!needs!that!respite!care!can!help!meet:

§ “If!only!I!could!get!a!few!moments!of!alone!time,!it!would!help!me!be!more!patient.”
§ “I!can’t!take!a!bath,! !x!dinner,!or!make!a!phone!call!without!interruption.!I!have!no!privacy.”
§ “I!need!time!to!run!errands!and!spend!more!time!at!home!alone.”
§ “I!wish!I!could!go!to!a!movie!with!my!friends.”
§ “I!need!to!take!care!of!myself!personally!and!to!do!things!not!possible!when!my!husband!is!around.”
§ “I!wish!our!family!could!take!a!short!vacation!like!we!did!before.”
§ “I!gave!up!most!of!my!hobbies!but!would!like!time!to!do!some!of!them!again.”
§ “I!need!to!be!able!to!work!and!be!with!other!people.”

Too!many!caregivers!think!seeking!help!shows!that!they!are!weak,!sel !sh!or!somehow!unable!to!meet!their!“obligations”.!Actually,!quite!the!opposite!
is!true.!Seeking!and!obtaining!help!shows!maturity,!commitment,!concern,!self-respect!and!an!informed,!positive!and!balanced!understanding!of!the!
realities!of!caregiving.

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Preventing Mold from Becoming a Problem

Molds!are!types!of!fungi!that!appear!as!fuzzy-looking!growth!on!the!surfaces!
of!damp!organic!materials.!!Molds!can!be!gray,!black,!green,!yellow,!or!orange.!!
Almost!all!of!the!conditions!suf !cient!for!the!growth!of!fungi,!including!molds,!are!
present!in!our!home’s!indoor!environment!-!food!and!an!appropriate!temperature!
range!–!mold!fungi!multiply!and!grow!at!the!same!temperatures!we!enjoy.!!

Molds!produce!tiny!spores!to!reproduce!and!they’re!abundant!in!the!air,!indoors!
and!outdoors.!!With!every!breath!we!inhale!spores.!!When!spores!land!on!a!damp!
spot,!they!can!grow!and!multiply,!digesting!whatever!they!are!growing!on!-!wood,!
paper,!fabrics,!carpet,!foods!–!even!dust.!!But,!it’s!only!when!suf !cient!moisture!
is!available!for!spores!to!reproduce!that!we!have!problems.!!The!key!to!preventing!
mold!growth!indoors!is!to!control!the!amount!of!moisture!in!your!home.!!When!
relative!humidity!becomes!elevated!indoors,!building!materials!and!furnishings!
absorb!the!moisture.!Those!damp!materials!and!surfaces!provide!a!good!place!for!
mold!to!grow.!!If!there!are!no!cold!condensing!surfaces,!and!the!relative!humidity!
(RH)!is!
maintained!
below!60!
percent,!
there!won’t!
be!enough!
moisture!for!
mold!to!grow.!!
As!I!write!this,!
the!relative!
humidity!in!
the!Extension!
building!is!
about!40%.!!A!
heated,!well!
insulated!
structure!on!the!
central!Oregon!
coast!won’t!
have!a!mold!
problem!unless!
there!is!a!
place!for!moisture!to!form.!!Water!vapor!condenses!on!cold!surfaces.!!Single!pane!
windows!can!be!a!source!of!moisture!in!the!home.!!When!moisture!in!the!warm!air!
contacts!the!cool!window!surface,!moisture!condenses!on!the!pane!and!can!drip!
down!into!the!window!frame.!!Not!only!mold,!but!decay!fungi!can!start!to!grow!
in!such!situations.!!Clothes!dryers!should!be!vented!to!the!outside.!!Insure!they!
are!not!vented!onto!a!cold!wooden!surface!of!your!house!or!condensate!can!form!
leading!again!to!not!only!mold!growth!but!also!decay!fungi!growth.!!Always!run!
the!bathroom!exhaust!fan!when!showering,!and!make!sure!the!vent!is!exhausted!
outdoors!away!from!the!roof!or!siding.!!A!properly!vented!kitchen!exhaust!fan!can!
remove!steam!created!during!cooking.!!Make!sure!all!vents!go!through!the!attic!
and!are!vented!above!the!roof!–!never!vent!into!the!attic!or!into!a!crawl!space.!Use!
a!protective!plastic!ground!cover!in!crawl!spaces,!and!insure!there!is!adequate!
ventilation!to!help!remove!moist!air!from!under!your!house.!!Broken!pipes!are!
often!an!unknown!source!of!moisture!allowing!mold!to!grow!and!multiply!in!your!
home.!!There!is!no!practical!way!to!eliminate!mold!spores!indoors.!!However,!
indoor!mold!growth!can!be!controlled!by!controlling!the!amount!of!moisture!you!
allow!in!your!home.!

4-h CLOVER CONNECTION
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Many!of!us!probably!know!what!moss!looks!like!and!being!near!the!coast,!
necessitates!we!deal!with!moss.!Moss!is!actually!a!plant.!However,!unlike!other!
plants,!it!is!softer,!and!typically!grows!in!moist,!shady!places.!It!does!not!need!
soil!to!grow!and,!therefore,!grows!on!almost!any!surface!that!provides!moisture.!
It!has!no!true!roots,!#!owers,!or!seeds!but!instead!spreads!by!spores,!very!tiny!
stems!and!leaves.!The!spores!or!sections!of!moss!are!usually!spread!by!wind!
and!rain!and!once!they!land!in!a!place!with!enough!moisture,!develop!into!new!
moss.!Most!of!the!moss!problems!are!on!the!lawn.

Moss!growth!normally!starts!with!fall!rains!and!peaks!in!early!spring.!For!
lawns,!since!most!grasses!are!dormant!in!winter,!mosses!are!able!to!invade!and!
often!dominate!lawns!in!only!a!few!months.!Moss!growth!declines!in!summer!as!
it!gets!drier.!Moss!can!tolerate!long!periods!of!drought!in!a!dehydrated!condition!
and!rehydrate!and!grow!with!the!onset!of!fall!rains.!So!control!of!moss!should!
be!based!on!removing!moisture!from!the!equation!and!replacing!area!occupied!
by!moss!with!a!desirable!plant!species.!

Cultural Control
Moss!usually!occurs!in!neglected!lawns!where!it!out-competes!turf.!Moss!

encroachment!generally!is!associated!with!thin!turf,!low!fertility,!highly!acidic!
soils,!shade,!wet!soils,!and!turf!injury!from!insects,!diseases,!chemicals,!or!
cultural!practices.!Long-term!moss!control!is!impossible!unless!these!conditions!
are!corrected.!Properly!timed!nitrogen!fertilizer!applications!with!lime!will!
increase!turf!density,!vigor,!and!competitiveness.!Late!fall!and!spring!are!
important!times!to!fertilize!to!minimize!moss!growth.!Liming!by!itself!has!no!
direct!effect!on!moss.!Reduce!shading!by!pruning!dense!tree!canopies!to!allow!
light.!In!some!cases,!it’s!easier!to!redesign!your!landscape!and!eliminate!turf!
than!it!is!to!improve!lighting.!In!relatively!dry!shade,!the! !ne!fescues!perform!
well.!In!wet,!shady!sites,!rough-stalk!bluegrass!persists!better!than!other!grasses.!
If!you!have!drainage!problems,!moss!may!never!stop!growing!in!your!lawn.
Mechanical Control

Moss!can!be!removed!by!dethatching!in!early!spring.!Optimum!timing!is!mid-
March!through!April,!when!moss!is!still!healthy!and!vigorous.!With!a!#!ail!type!
de-thatcher!(available!at!rental!agencies),!as!much!as!75%!of!the!moss!can!be!
removed.!After!dethatching,!fertilize!the!lawn!with!nitrogen!to!stimulate!turf!
growth!and!increase!grass!density.!Where!moss!has!invaded!extensively,!apply!
chemical!sprays!after!dethatching!to!increase!control.

Chemical Control
Many!chemical!materials!effectively!kill!moss!in!lawns.!Most!commercial!

formulations!contain!metals!such!as!iron!(Fe),!copper!(Cu),!or!zinc!(Zn)!as!
the!active!ingredient.!Cryptocidal!(moss-killing)!soaps!also!are!available.!
All!of!these!materials!can!kill!moss.!Iron!compounds!are!highly!effective!

moss!killers!in!turf!and!the!iron!stimulates!a!“green-up”!of!turf.!Fertilizers!
with!iron!ef !ciently!remove!moss!and!stimulate!grass!growth,!which!
improves!turf!appearance.!However,!iron!stains!concrete!and!many!other!
surfaces,!so!it!must!be!applied!carefully.!

The!key!to!effective!control!with!iron!compounds!is!thorough!coverage!
of!moss!foliage.!Liquid!materials!are!very!effective!and!give!almost!instant!
results.!Dusty!fertilizer-plus-iron!products!are!more!effective!than!clean!
granular!products!because!they!provide!better!coverage!of!the!moss.!Copper!
and!zinc!will!remove!moss!on!roofs!and!walkways!and!will!not!stain!
structures.!Unfortunately,!compounds!containing!these!elements!act!slowly!
as!moss!killers!and!can!injure!desirable!turf!grasses!in!lawns.

Plan!and!plant!an!edible!landscape!or!#!ower!bed.!

carrots,!lettuce,!and!tomatoes!(during!the!warm!season).!
Fertilize!evergreen!shrubs!and!trees.!

If!necessary,!treat!crowns!of!raspberry!plants!with!registered!insecticides!to!

control!raspberry!cane!borer.!

Apply!a!copper!fungicide!or!Daconil.!Rake!and!destroy!fallen!leaves!spring!
through!fall.!

Help!youngsters!start!a!garden!this!year!with!carrots,!chard,!lettuce,!onions,!
and!peas.!

Bait!for!slugs;!iron!phosphate!baits!are!available!that!are!safe!for!use!

maggot!adult!#!ies,!and!carrot!rust!#!ies!away!from!susceptible!crops.!

Monitor!strawberries!for!spittlebugs!and!aphids;!control!if!present.!
Cut!and!remove!weeds!near!the!garden!to!remove!sources!of!plant!virus!

diseases.!
Spray!for!apple!scab,!cherry!brown!rot,!and!blossom!blight.!See!EC!631,!

Controlling!Diseases!and!Insects!in!Home!Orchards.!
Apply!commercial!fertilizers,!manure,!or!compost!to!cane,!bush!

(gooseberries,!currants,!and!blueberries),!and!trailing!berries.!
Plant!gladioli,!hardy!transplants!of!alyssum,!phlox,!and!marigolds,!if!

weather!and!soil!conditions!permit.!
Prepare!raised!beds!in!areas!where!cold!soils!and!poor!drainage!are!a!

continuing!problem.!Add!generous!amounts!of!organic!materials.!

Tuna Broiled with Bacon**

Fresh albacore loins, skinned & trimmed  Melted bu! er 
Bacon slices      Freshly-packed black pepper
Split garlic clove     Seasoned salt
        Lemon wedges

Cut tuna loins across the grain into 1-inch thick slices.  (Two slices may be " ! ed 
together to form a large, steak-like serving.)  Wrap a bacon slice around each 
loin serving and secure with toothpick.  rub both tuna surfaces with garlic.  
Place on foil-lined, greased preheated broiler pan; brush surface generously 
with bu! er and season with pepper and seasoned salt.  Broil about 4 inches 
from heat for about 5 minutes each side, or un# l " sh $ akes with a fork.  Turn 
once, brushing 2nd side with bu! er and seasoning.  Serve with lemon wedges.
