7 4%" Native plants are sometimes easier to care for than non-natives because

they require less water and fewer chemical fertilizers or pesticides. Often
all they ask for are conditions resembling their natural habitats and
organic matter such as compost or leaves to replenish their soils. Some
do okay outside of their native habitat. Many Willamette Valley natives

have excellent landscape characteristics enjoyed by gardeners in Europe
and all over the U.S. for many years.

Native plants provide food and cover for our local wildlife. When you
use native plants, your yard helps our feathered and furred friends survive
in areas where much of their habitat has been lost to development. Your
naturalistic yard combined with that of like-minded neighbors can
provide habitat links and travel corridors for birds and other wildlife that
require more space to move about and forage.

Mimic the conditions in
which a particular plant
grows in nature — plant a
woodland beauty in the
shade and a wetland
meadow plant on a moist
site with full sun — and you
will be a successful
gardener.

Willamette Valley native
plants have evolved to
thrive with seasonal
wetness and summer
drought; however, even
natives do better with
regular watering during
their first 1-3 years in your
garden.

Reduce competition from
aggressive non-native
plants by weeding.

Many native shrubs have a
tendency to form thickets
when they are in ideal
growing conditions. Keep
this in mind, and be ready
to control suckering habits
with pruning.
