b)  re-enrolling for fall classes.

Detail your contributions to your community in whatever way best shows your involvement.  The story should include skills learned and personal growth.  It also should show how you have shared your experiences with others.

"Permanent Record Sheet" - Complete through 4-H years.

5)
Three letters of recommendation, one from one of your 4-H leaders, one from a teacher, and one from another person in the community (to attest to your community involvement).

Evaluation:

Evaluation will be based on the following:  scholastics, character, quality of leadership, community involvement, timely return of application, and career goals.

25% based on 4-H project work

25% based on community involvement

25% based on scholastics

25% based on character and leadership

A committee chosen by the Executive Leaders' Council will consider the evaluations.

Community involvement can be defined as development of positive attitudes toward service to individuals, groups, and the community; participation in citizenship; and community service activities.

Scholarships will not be awarded if applicants do not meet requirements.
