For online record keeping, download and save this Microsoft Word file to your hard drive (FILE/SAVE AS/AnSci2). 

Each section of this record contains a table to fill in row by row. You can click your cursor on a gray box, or move from cell to cell across a table row by hitting the TAB key. When the gray field becomes bold, type your entry (type as many lines as you want). To add more rows to a table, highlight the last row, then go to TABLE on the menu bar, click INSERT ROWS BELOW, and release. 

We included a page break between the different tables of the record sheet. You may insert additional page breaks between pages and/or parts of the record: go to the menu bar, click INSERT, and choose BREAK…  When you release BREAK, then [click the button by PAGE BREAK and click OK —(PC)] or [click PAGE BREAK—(Mac)].

We encourage you to save the document frequently (either FILE/SAVE or press CTRL & S). We also recommend you make a BACKUP copy of the document somewhere else than on your hard drive.
