Campers are placed with trained high school age 4-H counselors and 
supervised by 4-H Youth development staff.  Youth participate in 
traditional campfire activities with songs, skits, smores & more.   
 

Although every camper will have a horse class, there is a Horse Track 
where youth will be housed at horse camp with more time to learn, 
care, and ride the horses at camp (Additional $60.00 Fee).   
    

Cost is $215 per camper if registered by June 26th.   
$25 Late Fee after June 26th. 
(Need not be a 4-H Member to attend.)
