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Scholarship Criteria:
50% - contribution to 4-H program (based on essay and application questionnaire)
25% - leadership and community involvement
25% - academic records and school involvement

The scholarships in the amount of $1000.00 will be awarded directly to the recipient at their
awards/graduation ceremony.

Scholarship application deadline is March 1.

Scholarship to be used toward expenses for schooling of your choice.

Selection Process:

Winning applicants will be chosen by a 2-3 person scholarship committee by blind review.
Scholarship committee is appointed by the Union County Leaders Association Executive
Council and can consist of 4-H Leader(s) and/or community member(s) that have no knowledge
of any scholarship applicants. In addition to the scholarship committee, one executive council

member will act as liaison in a non voting capacity.
