What Category for Fruit Trees in Landscape Settings 

Occasionally, a client of a Commercial Pesticide Operator may ask for 
the additional service of applying pesticides to a fruit tree when an  
applicator is out applying pesticides to an ornamental area. It may 
make sense for the applicator to perform the application while they are 
on the site, but it is critical to make sure that the applicator has the  
correct license category and is using a product that is labeled correctly for the crop being 
treated. 
 

The following indicates the appropriate category of licensing for a Commercial Pesticide 
Operator/Applicator/Trainee when making insecticide and/or fungicide applications to 
trees or gardens that produce edible fruits, nuts, or vegetables. 

Either the Ornamental and Turf: Insecticide/Fungicide or the Agriculture: Insecticide/ Fun-
gicide category is acceptable when a landscaped area associated with a residence includes 
trees or gardens that produce edible fruits, nuts or vegetables for the intended personal 
use of the owner/renter of the residence. 
 

Only the Agriculture: Insecticide/Fungicide category is acceptable when trees or gardens 
that produce edible fruits, nuts, or vegetables are grown as a commercial crop.  A  
commercial crop includes edible fruits, nuts and vegetables distributed to the public

Business, Marketing, Retail Cooperatives Presentations September 19th & 20th  

 
On September 19th and 20th, Eric Bowman, Co-op Development Specialist at the Northwest Cooperative De-
velopment Center (NWCDC, http://www.nwcdc.coop), will lead discussions on the process of developing 
food and agricultural cooperatives.  A cooperative is a business owned and controlled by those who use its 
services. Some familiar types of co-ops include consumer-owned groceries such as the Baker Food Co-op, 
producer-owned agricultural marketing co-ops such as Country Natural Beef and worker-owned businesses 
such as Bi-Mart. The presentations will introduce agricultural producers and others to the basics of starting a 
co-op, rules, benefits and available resources and assistance.  
 
Eric has worked at NW Cooperative Development Center (based in Olympia, Washington) since 2003 where 
he has lead workshops, conducted feasibility studies, and has provided technical assistance to various groups 
seeking to form co-ops.  NWCDC provides business development services to new and existing co-ops around 
the region in sectors ranging from agricultural marketing co-ops to online food co-ops.  
 
The first public presentation will take place at the South Fork Grange in Lostine at 7:00 p.m on September 
19th. This presentation will focus on developing the historic M. Crow & Company General Store in Lostine into 
a community-owned retail store. M. Crow is currently for sale and community members are exploring op-
tions to make sure the store remains open to serve local residents.  
 
On September 20th Oregon Rural Action and OSU Extension will host a second presentation at the OSU Exten-
sion Office in Island City at 7:00 p.m. The presentation will focus on how to develop producer/marketing co-
operatives and food cooperatives. The presentation will be followed by questions and a facilitated discussion 
about taking next steps to develop co-ops locally. Anyone interested in developing consumer or producer co-
operatives in Union County is highly encouraged to attend. 
 
The workshops are sponsored by Northeast Oregon Economic Development District (NEOEDD), Oregon Rural 
Action and the OSU Extension Service ς Union County and made possible in part by a grant from the Meyer 
Memorial Trust.

food banks and other charitable organizations, and community/neighborhood gardens when the crop is distributed 
to persons other than the person(s) who grew the crop.   
 

All pesticide applications must be made with pesticide products that have the specific crop on the label. This ensures 
that adequate food residue tolerances are established for the protection of human health. Lawn care and ornamental 
products may not have appropriate label language that would allow use on fruit trees or vegetable gardens. Make sure 
to double check the label before applying any pesticide to these plants.

obesity, heart disease, and type II diabetes. In 2006 the FDA approved the barley health claim, with specific 
reference to Beta glucan and cholesterol reduction. 
 
The need: 

Many Americans need a diet higher in whole grains and fiber. Barley can help to fill this need. 
There is very limited food barley production in Oregon. 
Despite the abundance of artisanal bakeries in Oregon and the Pacific Northwest, there is only one 
commercially available product that features barley on the label. 

 
Current activities: 

The Oregon State University Barley Project (Department of Crop and Soil Science) has developed high 
yielding food barley varieties adapted to Oregon and the Pacific Northwest. 
The Oregon Cereal Chemistry Project (Departments of Crop and Soil Science/Food Science and Tech-
nology) has developed a range of breads using up to 50% barley flour. These efforts are in collabora-
