It could also
help provide information for awards, scholarships, and applications.

Start with your first year of keeping records and update yearly. In each section, write the year, only once per year (e.g.,
1998-99). When a section fills up, obtain another copy of that section and insert it behind thefilled page. Photocopies are
acceptable. Use pencil or typewriter. A computer may also be used.
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
