RECORD BOOK TRAINING FOR LEADERS

A special committee for The Historic The Dalles Days is working on an amazing event to              
commemorate Oregon’s entry into the Union (February 14, 1859).  They are sponsoring a live    
stagecoach run along portions of the historic Dalles Military Road between Canyon City and John 
Day to The Dalles. The Oregon Territorial Express will begin in John Day and Canyon City, and     
follow the route along portions of the historic Dalles Military Road, passing through three counties 
(Grant, Wheeler and  Wasco) and the towns of  Mt. Vernon, Mitchell, Fossil, Antelope, Shaniko, Tygh 
Valley, Dufur, and ending with a big celebration in The Dalles. 
 

This event will not only be fun but a great way to learn about our history. Each stage stop will allow 
visitors to interact with the driver and team, to climb aboard the stagecoach, pet the mules, and learn 
a little something about stagecoach travel, the true wild west, and north central Oregon's history.  The 
mule teams will travel roughly 30 miles a day, and stage stops will be scheduled approximately every 
10 miles. Each leg of the journey will take on passengers who have purchased tickets to ride to the 
next stage stop.   

During the current planning stages of this historic celebration, help is needed in determining the     
actual route and stops to make on the route, as well as help figuring out details.  Those of you who 
live along the route are needed.  You know the country better than anyone and the committee needs 
your help!

NEWS YOU NEED TO KNOW... 

INCLEMENT WEATHER POLICY 
The guideline for office closure and meeting cancellation is that if the Columbia Gorge       
Community College is closed due to inclement weather, the Extension office will be closed. 
Any meetings or programs associated with 4-H youth development will be canceled unless the 
agent and committee members can reach the expected participants to notify them otherwise. If 
there is a question please don’t hesitate to call Lynette’s cell phone at 541-993-4293. 
 

FUNDRAISER REMINDERS 
$ Clubs are not required to conduct fundraising activities. 

$ Fundraisers should only be held to raise money for a specific purpose in carrying out the  
4-H mission. 

$ Clubs must submit a “4-H Monetary Donation & Fundraising Activity Proposal” form at 
least two weeks prior to the activity. The Extension Agent must approve all proposals in 
order for the fundraiser to be conducted in the name of 4-H. These forms are available at 
the Extension office and on our website. 

$ Money collected in the name of 4-H belongs to 4-H, not to individuals. 

$ 4-H leaders are not covered by the state’s tort liability policy when conducting or            
participating in fundraising events. 

$ Clubs must be currently enrolled with the Extension office when submitting a proposal and 
      during the time of the fundraising activity. 
$ When a club disbands, any property or money that belongs to the club needs to be given to 

4-H. This could be to the Leaders’ Association, another club, or a 4-H Advisory group. It 
cannot be divided among the remaining members at the time of disbanding. 

$ Clubs are required to submit a “Wasco County 4-H Annual Financial Statement” every 
      year by December 1 listing income and expenses for the year, whether or not any        

fundraising activities were held. If you did not turn in your financial statement, your       
fundraiser will not be approved.

HOMESCHOOL LEADERSHIP RETREAT SCHEDULED 

OREGON CLOVERBUDS (FORMERLY ADVENTURES) BLOOMING 
 The Oregon Cloverbuds Program is a non-competitive, informal education program designed 
for children grades K-3rd.  Cloverbuds require more adult supervision, introduce young people 
to cooperative learning and the many things they can do in 4-H.   
 

The program is activity-focused, not project focused and is built on cooperative learning rather 
than competition.  Cloverbud members do not participate in competitive event and are not    
allowed to have contact with large animals as a part of their 4-H experience.  These groups do 
not elect officers.  Their group may exhibit, showcase or feature in a noncompetitive way with a 
display at county fair and will receive a special participation ribbon.   
 

The primary difference between a 4-H Cloverbud activity and a 4-H project is that a Cloverbud 
member engages in varied activities which focus on developing a specific skill or concept to 
complete the activity whereas a 4-H project focuses on a long-term planned course of study in 
a specific project area.   
 

All Cloverbud leaders must be approved 4-H leaders (gone through the application process, 
background check and new leader orientation).  In addition, since Cloverbuds members re-
quire different standards, we are offering leader training specifically for Cloverbud leaders.

The State 4-H Office has determined that 4-H participants of market projects are required to 
comply with the Country of Origin Labeling (COOL) program developed by the  United States 
Department of Agriculture program.  First, a bit of background, then more on what you need to 
do, and finally, some resources for more information...    
  

COUNTRY OF ORIGIN LABELING (COOL) requires retailers to notify their customers of the 
country of origin of beef (including veal), lamb, pork, chicken, goat, wild and farm raised fish 
and shellfish, perishable agricultural commodities, peanuts, pecans, ginseng, and macadamia 
nuts. This mandatory program of the United States Department of Agriculture took effect    
September 30, 2008 and agricultural producers must be able to verify origin of their products 
should audit take place and retailers request verification.  
  

A covered commodity may bear a declaration that identifies the United States as the sole 
country of origin at retail only if it meets the definition of United States country of origin. Under 
the interim final rule, beef, pork, lamb, chicken, and goat must be derived from animals        
exclusively born, raised, and slaughtered in the United States; from animals born and raised in 
Alaska or Hawaii and transported for a period of not more than 60 days through Canada to the 
United States and slaughtered in the United States; or from animals present in the United 
States on or before July 15, 2008, and once present in the United States, remained            
continuously in the United States. If not exclusively of US origin, other origins must be          
disclosed. 
  

Affidavits listing country of origin will be requested by buyers of livestock. Records verifying the 
statements on the affidavit will be requested should an audit take place. With regard to what is 
considered first-hand knowledge, a subsequent producer-buyer (e.g., backgrounder, feed lot) 
that commingles cattle from several sources is authorized to rely on previous producer         
affidavits as a basis for formulating their own affidavit for the origin of the new lot. Such        
affidavits must also identify the animals unique to the transaction. In contrast, first-hand   
knowledge would not include an affidavit made by someone such as a truck driver whose 
knowledge would be limited to where he picked up the load. The driver would not have        
first-hand knowledge as to whether the animals were necessarily born at that location. 
  

The making of this rule has actually been taking place for many years. The pros and cons have 
been hashed and re-hashed with input from livestock producers, producer organizations,    
consumer groups, meat packers, wholesalers, retailers, university personnel, government 
agencies, and more. Hopefully the best scenario possible for all involved has surfaced. If you 
missed the legal process in the formation of and public comment on this ruling you can catch 
up on what transpired by visiting the various web sites at the end of this article.   

 
COMPLIANCE FOR 4-H PARTICIPANTS 

1. If you purchase or are gifted your market animal, obtain from the seller an affidavit that 
states the country of origin of the animal.  

2. When you enroll your market animal for fair, you will also need to sign an affidavit that states 
the origin of the animal. This affidavit will be on the backside of the health form you        
normally submit for fair animals. It is the same affidavit that is accepted by the livestock  
industries and the United States Department of Agriculture.  

3. You will need to keep records to verify the statements on the affidavit you sign.  This would 
include any affidavits you received with the animals and other records to help verify your 
claims should an audit take place.  List of suggested records, many you already keep, are 
available from the 4-H office or off the websites listed below.  They should be retained for 
at least one year. 

 
 
 

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR 4-H MARKET ANIMAL PROJECTS 



RECORD KEEPING SUGGESTIONS 
 

Keep a copy of any affidavits you receive from previous owners. Other records that may be 
used to assist in a COOL verification audit include birth records, receiving records, purchase 
records, animal health papers, sales receipts, animal inventory documents, feeding records, 
APHIS VS forms, segregation plans, State Brand requirements, breeding stock information, 
and other similar documents. In addition, participation in USDA Quality System Verification 
Programs (QSVP), such as the USDA Process Verified Program (PVP) and the Quality      
Systems  Assessment (QSA) Program that contain a source verification component is also 
considered as acceptable evidence to substantiate COOL claims. These examples are not  
inclusive of all documents and records that may be useful to verify compliance with COOL, but 
they should provide a strong basis to substantiate a claim during a supply chain audit.

HORSE BOWL AND PRESENTATIONS

Pigeon Fever is a horse disease that is moderately common in Eastern Oregon and is so named because of the 
large, swollen abscesses that typically form on a diseased horse’s chest.  Since rumors have been circulating 
about Pigeon Fever, Wendy Hein, 4-H Agent in Clackamas County has put together the following information for 
horse owners with the help of Equus Veterinary Hospital. Remember, practicing basic biosecurity is the best way 
to avoid this and most other horse diseases. If your horse contracts Pigeon Fever, call your local veterinarian.  
 

Disease facts: 
Bacterial infection caused by Corynebacterium pseudotuberculosis  
Any age, sex or breed is susceptible  
Lives in the soil and survives well in the environment (up to 55 days)  
Incubation period or time from infection to clinical signs is 3-4 weeks  
Usually appears in late summer, fall or early winter  

Transmission:  
Spread by biting flies especially house and horn flies  
Highly contagious and typically affects multiple horses  
Bacteria can infect open wounds and enter through mucous membranes  

Clinical signs:  
Swelling of the chest, midline and groin areas  
Single to multiple subcutaneous abscesses developing into open draining wounds  
Pitting ventral edema and ventral midline dermatitis  
Lameness, swollen limbs  
Fever, depression, anorexia, weight loss  
Exudate or draining fluid is tan in color and odorless  
Internal abscesses and ulcerative lymphangitis are possible, but less common  

Diagnostics:  
Clinical signs  
Gold standard:  culture of exudate  

Treatment:  
Hot pack or poultice abscessed areas until they soften to allow drainage  
Once abscess is open, daily irrigation and application of fly ointment to reduce transmission  
Veterinary treatment to surgically lance, drain and lavage mature abscesses  
Antibiotics are used in select cases only such as systemically ill horses, fever, or certain types or distributions 

of abscesses  
Anti-inflammatory medications may be prescribed  
Healing is usually complete in 2-3 months  

Prevention:  
No vaccine is available  
Isolation of infected animals if possible  
Removal of exudative material from drained abscesses  
Proper disposal or burning of contaminated bedding  
Insect control and good hygiene practices

PROJECT COMPLETED: NOW WHAT? 

You’ve finished your project for the year. You may have sold your market animal or some 
equipment, such as a tack box, some halters or a set of clippers. Or maybe you saved one ewe 
lamb and sold the other from a set of twins. You probably received some money as a result.     
Tracking the income and expenses from your project is important. And here’s why. 
 

How much money did you make or lose?  
Were there decisions you could have made to change the outcome of your project?  
Did you have a vet bill because you didn’t give preventative vaccinations? 
Could you have gotten the same results with a different feed ration?  

 

You can learn a lot by taking the time to look at your records. They provide you with a history of your 
decisions. By looking at what you have done, you can make plans for the coming year.  
 

You are also responsible to report the income from the sale of your project(s) and may be liable for 
some tax to either the Federal or State government, or both. How much tax you owe depends on 
your how much money you made after paying your expenses. This is called “net profit” if you made 
money or “net loss” if you didn’t. You may receive a form called a 1099 form as a result of selling 
part of your project. This form documents how much money you have received from someone else. 
Regardless of how much you receive, or if you have or have not received a 1099 form, you are     
responsible for accounting for your income and expenses and paying any tax due. If you had a profit 
or received premiums, you may owe some tax. Consult a tax professional for advice about what you 
may owe. (Vicki Avery, State 4-H Office)
