SALEM - The Yamhill County 4-H cooking team whipped, chopped and sautéed its way to victory in the first-ever "Iron 
Chef" competition at the Oregon State Fair. 
 
Each team had just over an hour to prepare at least three dishes that incorporated the secret ingredient: cranberries. 
Teen chefs Seth Mayhew, Zachary Drew and Kory Reynolds used fresh berries, juice and craisins in salad, bruschetta, a 
mixed berry tart and an entrée Kory spontaneously named "Great Cornish Game Hen of the West." 
 
As the clock started ticking, the Yamhill County team donned white aprons and set to work in a kitchen in the 4-H 
Building. With one glass wall, the kitchen was like a fishbowl, with a passel of hungry spectators watching the chefs' 
every move. 
 
"Zach's been looking forward to this. He watches 'Iron Chef' on TV and he cooks at home all the time," said Andrea Drew, 
proudly watching her younger brother. "We love it when he's in the kitchen. He's a great cook." 
 
Zachary, 13, composed a salad of romaine lettuce, yellow bell pepper, craisins, blue cheese and a dressing of balsamic 
vinegar laced with soy sauce and grated fresh orange rind. He spread brie on toasted slices of baguette, then topped 
each with a freshly made cranberry relish. 
 
Seth, the 16-year-old team captain, focused on the dessert. He crushed graham crackers to press into individual dishes 
as a crust. Then he combined cranberries, raspberries and blackberries for the filling. He topped each with a dab of fresh
-whipped cream, a sprinkling of cinnamon and a cinnamon stick. 
 
Tarts finished, he slid them into the refrigerator. "They're in there chillin' and I'm chillin'," said Seth, who, like his 
teammates, has been cooking for years. 
 
And Kory, also 13, handled the entree, halving Cornish game hens, then rubbing them with olive oil and rosemary and 
baking them with a cranberry-honey glaze. He made a stuffing, too, and sautéed summer squash as a side dish. 
 
"Guys, if I start crying, it's because of the onion," Kory told his teammates as he sliced and diced. 
 
Kory kept up a running commentary as he cooked, alternately humming to himself and talking to his food. "Don't bite me!" 
he ordered the squash as it sizzled in olive oil. And as he checked the chicken with a meat thermometer, he cajoled, "Are 
you done? Please be done. Would you want one more glaze?" 
 
Cooking time over, each team presented its dishes to three judges. 
 
"Very good, very tasty," one judge said as he tried Zachary's salad and bruschetta. Another complimented Kory on the 
properly cooked chicken, which she said was fully done, moist and "wonderful." She loved the stuffing, too, but declared 
the squash a bit overcooked - an assessment with which Kory agreed. 
 
As they dug into the berry tart, the third judge noted that it appealed to all the senses - it looked good, smelled good and 
tasted great. "God, this is good!" the male judge said, asking if he could take the rest home. 
 
The judges ended up awarding the Yamhill County team 52 points for taste, plating, originality and use of the secret 
ingredient. The other team, from Benton County, received 49 points for its meal. 
 
While the judges were deliberating, both teams set out samples of their food for spectators. Hungry after all that cooking, 
they planned to snack on some themselves, too. But they returned to their kitchens to find teenage 4-H staff members, 
who were helping to run the contest, having their own tasting party with the remaining leftovers. 
 
"You guys are vultures!" Kory cried.
