By participating in two out of these four contests, the member has completed the first two steps
of qualifying for the Triple Crown award. Once the member’s Record Book has been submitted
to the Extension office at the end of the 4-H year, the member will have completed the third
qualification and will receive Triple Crown recognition. The medallions are presented by Horse
Advisory during the annual 4-H Awards and Recognition Night held that November.

So help your 4-H members or children set some goals, have some fun and learn a little along the
way, and strive to achieve the Triple Crown Award!
