Gilliam County Fair
The Gilliam County Fair is an opportunity for 4-H youth to display  all of the hard work they’ve 
poured into their projects – animal and non-animal. Youth are judged with the Danish Merit 
system during shows and interviews. Parents and volunteers are not allowed to help youth 

with their projects at Fair, unless it is a safety issue. The County Fair is for the youth to shine. 
Youth engage with the public to educate on their projects, as well as 4-H programming.

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Exhibitor Packets

o All exhibitors should pick up their packets in 
designated times

o Pick up times at 4-H Office
o Tuesday August 15th -17th 9am-4pm
Fairgrounds 4-H Office on 
o Wednesday, August 30th 12AM – 7 PM

o Packets include schedule, exhibitor show back 
tag (if needed), entry list, schedule and other 
fair resources. 

o All Explanation cards are online or at the 4-H 
Office. Please request these ahead of time & 
have them pre filled with your exhibits. This is 
exhibitors responsibility to complete 
explanation cards. 



4-H Exhibits at County Fair
Youth can enter non-animal projects in County Fair, as well! These are called “statics” 
projects.

There are MANY different class options for statics, see the Fair Book for more details.

Youth meet with judges. During these interviews, youth share how they created their 
project and judges judge projects based on project standards.  

Below are examples of some of the statics options:

Container gardening

Food preservation

Quilting 

Scrapbooking

Acrylic painting

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Explanation Cards

o All static entries should have 
explanation cards filled out thoroughly 
and attached securely to exhibits

o You can find these on the State Fair 4-H 
website, Local County Website or get 
hard copies from the 4-H office

o Copies of all explanation cards are 
available on judging day just in case

o Check Fair Book for other exhibit prep 
guidelines for each department

Please be proactive and get your card ahead of time. They will not be mailed 
out to you.

o Thursday, August 29th  between 9:00 AM 
and 3:00 PM
o Sign up with assigned time block at 4-H 

Office window at Fairgrounds. 

o Dress like you would for an interview or 
for showmanship

o Greet with handshake, smile, and make 
eye contact

o Be ready to share how you created your 
project

o Statics! They can enter in the cloverbud static class and enter any non-animal project
o Cloverbuds are encouraged to come watch older youth throughout the week to learn 

from them, as well.

o If you were selected for State Fair, keep 
an eye out for emails on registration and 
make sure explanation card and exhibit 
are ready to go up to State Fair in 
August (this would be for the next year, 
as our fair is during the current State 
Fair)
