Applications for the $500 scholarship will be available at the Clatsop County 
Extension Office, located at 2001 Marine Drive, Room 210, Astoria, OR 97103. 

 

CRITERIA: 

Not weighted or judged in order listed. 

1. The scholarship will be available to any student wishing to further their 
education, be it an accredited community college, trade school, or four year 
university. 

2. Minimum of five years enrolled in 4-H, and in good standing. 
3. Evidence of having been accepted to a schooling of applicant’s choice. 
4. Graduating High School Seniors only, with the exception of previous 

winners still in their schooling of choice, and in good standing. 

REQUIREMENTS: 

Applicants must include all of the following: 

1. Applicant’s name, address, phone number, and name and address of 
school to be attended. 

2. A resume’ of all 4-H activities and achievements. 
3. A short essay (minimum of 500 words and not to exceed 1,000 words) 

describing applicant’s 4-H journey and experiences, and how they’ve 
helped to shape applicant’s life and future career goals. 

4. Applicants must provide a list of three community references and their 
contact information. 

 



Scholarship will be provided to student after proof of current transcript has 
been received after the second term of schooling during the first year (or 
current year for previous winners). 

 

DEADLINE: 

All completed applications must be returned to the Clatsop County Extension 
Office no later than July 5, 2024
