Record Book Judging 
This year, any 4-H members who wishes to exhibit at
the Crook County Fair in 4-H must complete a record
book and turn it in for judging. Record books are due
to the Extension Office by 5:00 pm on the last Friday
in July (this year that is July 26th). Members must
receive a white ribbon or above in order to participate
at the Crook County Fair in 4-H.

There is a new requirement for youth planning to show
Horse, Dog, Small Animals and Livestock at state fair this
year. Members who plan to show animals at state fair are
required to take the national Youth for the Quality Care of
Animals (YQCA) training before attending state fair. They
will be required to show their certificate of completion at
state fair registration.

This requirement is outlined in item (2) of the state fair
animal science guidelines, located in the state fair
handbook linked here.
